 of November, held at the soon to be new Wiradjuri Study Centre in Condobolin.
The day started with the Welcome to Country, which was given by Uncle Stan Grant (Snr) and the lighting of the candle in remembrance of our past ancestors, with a moment’s silence following. We then got to the business at hand of discussing issues and concerns of communities from Parkes, 
Peak Hill, 
Bathurst
, Condo, Narromine, Murdie Murdie, Nambucca Heads, Gilgandra and Dubbo. We also got the chance to hear ideas and share resources from schools who also teach Wiradjrui.
We also heard from Rod Towney for TAFE, Uncle Ken Walker, Aunty Pauline Hooter, 
David Prosser from Muurrbaay Aboriginal Language and Culture Co-op, Ron Waldrop from Parkes, Louise Bye from Dept of Education and Language Programs and most interestingly Aunty Pat Doolan. 
Some of the issues or concerns brought up were:
Who can teach Aboriginal Language?
Tutors not starting Term 1 Week 1
To release funding before school finishes or starts
Sustainable Funding
Language Centres being used as storage areas, rather then for language classes.
Resettlement areas – What language is taught? Is it the language of the land?
The centre itself is going to help to revitalise the culture and language for the Galarie people of Condo. It is being built by a group of Aboriginal people from Condo with materials they have made, or supplied by the region. When the building is completed it will be a great place for Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal people to visit.
At the conclusion of the forum we had to elect 10 delegates to represent our area at the State Forum to be held at 
Coffs
 
Harbour
 at the end of this month. Fortunately, for Donna she was accepted to represent the Forbes area.
Also this week, Miss Townend, Zach, Joy and Donna had a meeting with Bonnie Tratt who is Connections Manager for the Video Conferencing and hopefully we will be running some Wiradjuri lessons next year via Virtual Video Conferencing (

Method
Place the avocado in a large bowl and use a fork to mash until almost smooth. Add the lime juice and chilli. Taste and season with salt and pepper. Spoon the avocado mixture into 2 small serving bowls and smooth the surface. 
Combine the sour cream and taco seasoning in a medium bowl. Spread a thick layer of the sour cream mixture over the avocado mixture. Cover with plasti
c.

Combine the tomato and coriander in a small bowl. Taste and season with salt and pepper. Sprinkle the tomato mixture over the sour cream mixture to cover. Serve immediately with corn chips.

00g brazil nuts 
1 cup (150g) macadamias 
250g pitted dates, halved 
200g glace cherries 
100g each raisins & dried mixed peel 
Finely grated zest of 1 lemon 
2/3 cup (100g) plain cake flour (see note) 
1 tsp baking powder & vanilla extract 
150g caster sugar 
3 eggs 
2 tbs brandy 
Topping 
1/3 cup (110g) smooth apricot jam 
200g mixed glace fruits (such as apricots, cherries and pears)
Method
Preheat the oven to 150°C. Line the base and sides of a 20cm springform cake pan. 
Mix nuts, dried fruits, peel and zest in a bowl. Sift in flour, baking powder and 1 tsp salt, then stir in sugar. Lightly whisk eggs with vanilla, then stir into the cake mixture until well combined. Pour into pan. Bake for 1 hour 30 minutes or until a skewer inserted in the centre comes out clean. 
Cool cake in the pan for 15 minutes, then turn out onto a rack over a plate and remove baking paper. Pierce all over with a skewer. Drizzle with brandy, then wrap tightly in foil and leave in a cool, dry place for 2-3 days to 'mature'. 
Closer to serving, warm jam in a pan over low heat or in the microwave until runny. Arrange the glace fruits over the top of the cake in a decorative pattern, then brush with warm jam to set in place.

At Parent Line we are committed to helping families develop richer, more rewarding relationships and create safer, more nurturing environments for children to grow and develop into happy, healthy, confident, contributing young adults.

Issues in Parenting Adolescents
One third of parents who call our counselling team talk to us about issues to do with adolescent children. Raising adolescents is a particularly challenging parenting stage. Young people want more independence and can become less connected with their parents and family.  They tend to have more focus on their peers and developing their own identity.  

In 2009 the top 5 reasons that parents of adolescents called our service were:

1. Managing challenging behaviours (e.g. refusal to cooperate in the family, aggressive and disrespectful behaviour, internet use issues, social networking concerns, gaming issues, peer relationships, going out)
2. Parent-child relationships (challenges and difficulties in finding a way to have a connection, arguments)
3. Running away from home
4. Violent behaviour of child (towards parents)
5. Study and educational Issues (e.g. school refusal, HSC, difficulties with relationships at school, bullying).

During adolescence the brain is developing in unique ways and for a period of time, the frontal lobe is “under construction”.  This means that skills like problem solving, empathy and emotional regulation are affected for a period of time. 

To add to this, parents may be caring for ageing family members, may be managing their own developmental issues and many times managing busy working lives. It is also around this time that parents start to have less contact with other parents.  The school, sporting and community connections are not as strong and parents can feel isolated, alone in carrying a multitude of concerns for their child’s wellbeing and future. On top of this, the parenting strategies that worked before often seem to no longer work!

It can be a volatile and challenging time in the family. The opportunities for connection, real conversation and closeness are less obvious and do not come around as often as with younger children.  

At Parent Line we firmly believe that there is always a possibility that things can change and that relationships can improve. Our philosophy is that if something isn’t working, let’s try something different. Our aim is to focus on today’s issue in a way that works on a better relationship with your child tomorrow.

The highly qualified and experienced Parent Line counselling team are available 24 hours a day for the cost of a local call (charges may apply to mobile phones) and are happy to talk through the issues that you are experiencing with your adolescent.

Keep your child safe – prevent falls
Falls are the most common cause of injuries in children. Over 8,000 children are admitted to hospital each year due to falls. A fall from a height can be especially serious.
How can you prevent falls at home?
· Ensure windows cannot be opened more than 9 - 10cm except by an adult, or have a securely fitted window guard.
· Remember fly screens give no protection against falls from windows.
· Keep objects that a child can use to stand or climb on away from windows (including beds, cupboards, chairs and other     furniture).
· Keep objects that a child can use to stand or climb on away from balconies (including pot plants, outdoor furniture, boxes etc).
· Ensure balcony railings are at least 1m high (preferable 1.3m high), have no gaps that can be used as a foothold to climb and have no gaps that a child could fit through.

Tuna salad 
· A tin of tuna with a ring pull to open
· Lettuce
· Cherry tomatoes
· Lebanese cucumber
· Carrot
1. Combine lettuce, cherry tomatoes, cucumber and carrot in your child’s lunchbox.
2. Pack the tin of tuna, which they can open and add to their salad at lunchtime.
This one is great since kids don’t have access to refrigeration at school.
Tip: Freeze your child’s water bottle the night before and pack it in their lunchbox so their lunch stays cool all day.

STROKE: Remember the 1st Three Letters.... S. T. R.  

   STROKE IDENTIFICATION: 
   During a BBQ, a woman stumbled and took a little fall - she assured  everyone that she was fine (they offered to call  paramedics) .she said she had just tripped over a brick because of her new shoes. 

   They got her cleaned up and got her a new plate of food. While she appeared a bit shaken up, Jane went about enjoying herself the rest of the evening 

   Jane's husband called later telling everyone that his wife had been taken to the hospital - 
 (at 6:00 PM Jane passed away.) She had suffered a stroke at the BBQ. Had they known how to identify the signs of a stroke, perhaps Jane would be with us today. Some don't die. They end up in a helpless, hopeless condition instead. 

   It  only takes a minute to read this.... 
   A  neurologist says that if he can get to a stroke  victim within 3 hours he can totally reverse the  effects of a stroke...totally. He said  the trick was getting a stroke recognized,  diagnosed, and then getting the patient  medically cared for within 3 hours, which is  tough... 

   RECOGNIZING A STROKE 
   Thank  God for the sense to remember the '3' steps, STR  . Read and Learn! 

 Sometimes symptoms of a stroke are difficult to identify. Unfortunately, the lack of awareness spells disaster. The stroke victim may suffer severe brain damage when people nearby fail to recognize the symptoms of a stroke. 
 Now doctors say a bystander can recognize a stroke by asking three simple questions: 

 S *Ask the individual to SMILE. 

 T *Ask the person to TALK and SPEAK A SIMPLE SENTENCE (Coherently) 

 (i.e. It is sunny out today.) 

 R *Ask him or her to RAISE BOTH ARMS. 

   If he or she has trouble with ANY ONE of these tasks, call emergency number immediately and describe the symptoms to the dispatcher. 

   New Sign of a Stroke -------- Stick out Your Tongue 

   NOTE:  Another 'sign' of a stroke is this: Ask the person to 'stick' out his tongue.. If the tongue is 'crooked', if it goes to one side or the other,   that is also an indication of a stroke.





If an accident occurs at School which is not caused by negligence of the Department then parents are required to have their own insurance.
Attention: Parents and Teachers
From time to time there are media stories about the issue of whether children are insured for injuries while at school.

The department of education and training does not provide, nor has ever provided, accident or medical insurance for students enrolled in government schools.

The department is however insured to cover the financial impact of any legal liabilities that it faces arising from its activities. If the department or one of its staff is negligent and this causes a student to be injured, then the student will be able to legally recover damages from the department (and the department’s insurance will cover the cost).

However, if an accident occurs at a school which is not caused by any wrongdoing or omission by the department, then the department is not legally liable.

Should parents wish to cover their children, there are various forms of insurance available, irrespective of whether fault can be assessable. These include:
· Student Accident Insurance – available through the Federation of Parents and Citizens’ Associations of NSW and from commercial insurance suppliers; 
· Sporting Injuries Insurance Scheme – covering catastrophic injuries; 
· The Supplementary Sporting Injuries Benefits Scheme; and 
· Private health funds. 
Student Accident Insurance

A group personal accident and sickness policy is available to government schools through the Federation of Parents and Citizens Associations of New South Wales. Parents are unable to insure children individually. Each school (either through the principal or the school’s parents and citizens association) is able to participate on a whole school basis with the cost calculated on a set fee per student (annually $4.85 per student per annum).

The policy covers a wide range of injuries and the permanent total loss of the use or functioning of certain body parts. Importantly, the policy partially covers injuries (such as neck, pelvic and back injuries) that are not covered by the sporting injury benefits schemes mentioned above although the levels of compensation are limited.

Whilst the Sporting Injuries Insurance Schemes are limited to injuries that occurred during defined sporting activities, Student Accident Insurance typically covers a broader range of possible injuries.  For example, where a student is injured falling down stairs, accident insurance coverage would be relevant, but sporting injuries insurance would not.

Sporting Injuries Insurance Scheme

The Sporting Injuries Insurance Scheme is administered by the NSW Sporting Injuries Committee.

The scheme is open for membership to all sporting organisations operating in New South Wales. The scheme benefits are paid regardless of the negligence of the participant or their pre-existing conditions, or whether a benefit has previously been received.
Supplementary Sporting Injuries Benefits Scheme
The Supplementary Sporting Injuries Benefits Scheme applies to participants in certain programs run by NSW Sport and Recreation.
The supplementary scheme’s cover provides for a lump sum benefit to be paid where a school child participating in an authorised school sporting activity suffers a permanent disability of a certain kind or dies. Payment is made regardless of pre-existing conditions or negligence.
Private Health Insurance
Parents have the option of taking out private health coverage for their children. This is usually limited to the reimbursement of medical expenses and will not generally provide the breadth of cover provided by a specific student accident insurance policy.
Where principals are aware that there is confusion in their school community, then parents should be advised (for example in School Newsletters) that if they wish to take out accident insurance for their children they will need to make their own enquiries and arrangements.
