This recipe was the most
successfully designed and prepared biscuit from the
9/10FT3 class.

Kit Kat cookies
Ingredients

125g butter, softened

Y2 cup brown sugar

s cup caster sugar

1 egg

1 teaspoon vanilla

1% cups of self-raising flour

Y2 cup CADBURY BOURNVILLE Cocoa Powder
e % cup of Kit Kat

Method

1. CREAM together butter and sugars until light
and fluffy. Whisk in egg and vanilla.

2. Sift together the flour and CADBURY
